Mariah Smith is the Extension Instructor at Mississippi State and says 50-percent of children who use
the internet have had some type of access to pornography

She tells us that parents stand a much better chance of their children being safe on-line when they use
filters.

"PC Magazine does a great review of different types of filters. You can say, they can only be on the

computer when I'm home from three to five. They restrict the time and also send you reports of their
daily activities," said Smith.

The most important way to monitor what your child is doing on the internet is to check the history.

If there is nothing in the section, that means someone has cleaned it out, which could mean the child has
deleted a site they didn't want their parents to know they were using.

"So the question you need to be asking is why is it cleaned out because most of the time, the history
from your computer is kept for 20 days," Smith replied.

"I've discovered by putting it in the family room that our children are less likely to venture into sites that
are not as healthy," said Myles.

Smith says there are also passwords that a parent can use to make sure their kids aren't using unfamiliar
sites.

If you do invest into a filter, most of them do cost, but there are some you can get for free.
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
